The History Museum of Armenia is a cultural organization of national
significance, which over a century has been acquining, collecting,
discovering. accounting. preserving, studying. interpreting and exhibiting
tangible and intangible cultural values related to Armenia and
the Armenian people, contributing to the development of science,
education. and tourism.

Based on about four hundred thousand archaeological, ethnographic.
numismatic and other collections, the museum tries to bridge the past and
the future.

The museum collection reflects a complete picture of the culture and
history of Armenia, from prehistoric imes (one million eight hundred
thousand years ago) to the present day.

Law 439 of the Parliament of the First Republic of Armenia (09.09.1919)
founded the museum.
